The Demography and Economics of Aging
Course Description
The elderly are a rapidly growing proportion of the population in China. How to provide support to the elderly is an increasing challenge given the speed of the demographic change and increased mobility of population. Many social and economic issues associated with population aging are worth careful analysis. These include the labor supply and retirement behavior of the elderly, the savings behavior, intergenerational transfer of resources, financing of public pensions, financing health care costs of the elderly, financing of long-term care, and others. CCER is preparing a major data collection effort for the analysis of issues facing the population aging. This course will provide an opportunity for graduate students to become familiar with the literature on these issues and to study some of the issues in depth when data become available.
The course will be conducted as a seminar, with active participation by students. Students will be expected to attend the class regularly, make presentations assigned by the instructor, and write a research paper on a topic related to the course using existing data. Outstanding papers will have a chance for presentation at an international conference on population aging to be held in Beijing in March, 2007.

Prerequisites: Graduate level microeconomics and econometrics.

Grades: The course grade will be determined by quality of the presentations (30%), and quality of the paper (70%).
